FY 10 Planning

Mendenhall presented the six year community investment plan for both Cedar and Muscatine.  The new plan will allow for both Muscatine and Cedar to have one six year contract with DHS and then 28E subcontracts for program funding that support community planning needs will be issued under the DHS contract.  Mendenhall explained if the contract passes then both Muscatine and Cedar would be able to retain their funding for the next six years.  Decat staff will look at all contracts in April to determine spending trends and any unspent funds will be transferred back into the County’s Decat funding pool.  As of now, the Decat rules state that funds must be encumbered or obligated.  Moeller wanted to know if there was any need to have legal counsel to look at this plan before moving forward.  Mendenhall stated Boards would still have the same purpose and only change would be the process of contracting entity.  Kelly wanted to know if the $25,000 increase that the board approved at the November 30, 2009 meeting for Muscatine Safe Streets was included in this plan as well, Mendenhall stated that all funds would be encumbered.
