New Budget

Shawn Lucas moved to accept the Juvenile Court Services transfer in funds of $18,690.00 with the earmarks.  Seconded by Judge Strausser.  Motion carried.
Dana Echelbarger moved to accept the Cedar Budget for Summer Community Services $3,000.00, Victim Restitution $1,000.00, Coordination $3,000.00 and In Home Brief Intensive services $32,900.00. Seconded by Shawn Lucas.  Motion Carried.

Kas Kelly moved to accept Muscatine County FY ’10 as presented with $75,000.00 for Family Advocacy, $15,000.00 Summer Community Services, $3,000.00 for Victim Restitution and $10,000 for Decat Coordination.  Seconded by Mike Johannsen.  Motion carried.
Dana Echelbarger moved to enter into a Intergovernmental Agreement with Community Services for $75,000.00 for Family Advocacy Services, allowing up to 4 Cedar County youth to participate in the program.  Seconded by Kas Kelly.  Motion carried.
